Thank you for meeting with Dave and me last week to discuss a potential renewal of the existing Solid Waste
Collection Franchise between St. Johns County and Advanced Disposal Services Jacksonville, LLC (Advanced
Disposal). We understand the County’s goal to address greater recycling rates and present the ideas and contract
amendment to you for consideration:

1) Increase the volume of recyclables collected and processed by increasing the number of approved
recyclable items from 7 items to 27 items.

Amend the contract to allow for changes in solid waste and recycling technology to read as follows:
Suggested New Section 3.10:

Notwithstanding anything the contrary set forth herein, in the event (i) either party becomes aware of
the availability of new or different technology from that which is currently commercially reasonably
available as of the date of this Agreement, that materially changes, modifies, or alters the current
standard and industry accepted methods of collection, transportation, processing and/or disposal of
Residential Solid Waste and/or Recycling or the types of Residential Solid Waste and/or Recyclable
Materials to be collected by Contractor pursuant to this Agreement; or (ii) any governmental body
having jurisdiction over the County, the Contractor or this Agreement, promulgates, adopts, issues or
amends a mandate or other governmental recommendation that imposes, changes, modifies, and/or
alters any requirements upon the collection, transportation, processing and/or disposal of Residential
Solid Waste and/or Recyclable Materials by Contractor as contemplated by this Agreement or the
types of Residential Solid Waste and/or Recyclable Materials to be collected by Contractor
hereunder, then, in either event, each of the County and the Contractor agree to negotiate in good
faith with the other party regarding any modifications or amendments to this Agreement such party
deems necessary to account for either (i) or (ii) above, any such modifications or amendments to be
mutually agreed to by the parties hereto in writing solely pursuant to a duly approved, delivered and
executed written amendment to the Agreement by an authorized representative of both the County
and the Contractor.

We look forward to discussing the above with you and continuing a long-term partnership with St. Johns
County.

St. Johns County / Advanced Disposal Overview

Competitive RFP Issued in February 2003 — Multiple companies submitted responses: Advanced
Disposal, Allied Waste, Republic/Seaboard Systems, Waste Management, Veolia/Onyx

Advanced Disposal was awarded the southern half of St. Johns Co. based on the selection
committee’s recommendation as the highest ranked service provider offering the best value for the
County. Republic/Seaboard was awarded the northern half of the County. The contract started
August 1, 2003.

Prior to Advanced Disposal’s transition, the southern half of the County was serviced by Allied
Waste (formerly BFI) and was experiencing significant collection issues and service problems. The
problems disappeared with the transition to Advanced Disposal.

Advanced Disposal maintains the best service collection record among the two existing haulers in the
County and throughout North Florida and continues to provide excellent customer service at a fair
rate to the citizens of the County. The current rate for garbage, recycling, yard waste, bulky waste
and white goods collection is $11.29.

Advanced Disposal employs 28 employees in its St. Johns County office with over 50% of these
employees living in St. Johns County.

Advanced Disposal has paid over $28,600 to St. Johns Co. for property and real estate taxes.
Advanced Disposal has purchased over $1,202,301 in fuel for its fleet fuel just since February 2007
(the tank was installed Feb 2007). Prior to February 2007, the company purchased fuel in St. Johns
Co. at local fueling stations while on route and returning to our facility located on Agricultural Center
Dr. Based on the County’s fuel tax rate, this represents significant additional income to the County.
Advanced Disposal is committed to the St. Johns County community and gives back to the County in
various sponsorships, in-kind services, and volunteering:
